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Needs Assessment for the Development of Rugby of
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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to evaluate and compare the priority needs for the development of rugby football
teams at the Thailand National Sports University and to propose guidelines for the development of rugby football
teams at the Thailand National Sports University. The sample group consisted of rugby football team managers,
rugby football coaches, rugby football athletes, and alumni who were former rugby football athletes from the
seven campuses of the Thailand National Sports University, totaling 162 participants. The samples were obtained
through two-stage sampling. The research instrument was a rating scale questionnaire with an Index of Item-
Objective Congruence (I0C) ranging from 0.80 to 1.00 and a reliability coefficient of 0.98. Data were analyzed using
mean, standard deviation, the Modified Priority Need Index (PNI Modified), and t-test statistics.

Result

1. The priority needs for the development of rugby football teams at the Thailand National Sports
University, ranked from highest to lowest, were: (1) financial and budgetary support, (2) research in sports science
and sports innovation, and (3) the development of coaches and sports personnel.

2. Personnel involved in the development of rugby football teams reported significantly higher needs in
the areas of coach and sports personnel development and research in sports science and sports innovation than
athletes, at the .05 level of statistical significance. However, no significant differences were found in other aspects.

3. Policy recommendations for the development of rugby football teams at the Thailand National Sports
University include: (1) allocating budgets and developing infrastructure for rugby fields and training areas to ensure
adequacy and appropriateness; (2) promoting and supporting research in sports science and sports innovation; (3)
enhancing the competencies of coaches to ensure knowledge, skills, and experience in accordance with sports
standards; (4) improving and developing fields, equipment, and training facilities to meet appropriate standards;
and (5) supporting the continuous organization of rugby football competitions at both national and international

levels.
